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Prof. Carole Hillenbrand was educated at the Universities of Cambridge, Oxford and 
Edinburgh. After working at the Ministry of Aviation she was appointed Lecturer in 
Islamic History at the University of Edinburgh in 1979. She was appointed Reader in 
1990 and was awarded a Personal Chair in Islamic History in 2000. Her research 
continues to focus on the history of medieval Iran and Turkey, the Crusades and al-
Ghazali. Her Publications include The Crusades, Islamic Perspectives, Edinburgh, 1999; 
The Waning of the Umayyad Caliphate, Albany, 1989; A Muslim Principality in 
Crusader Times, Leiden, 1990; Qajar Iran, edited with C E Bosworth, Edinburgh 1984;
